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FAIRY TALE NARRATION TODAY

Summary

Nowadays, folklore storytelling gradually decreases not just in Armenia, but in
the whole world. Folklorists in various countries document the death of tradi-
tional folklore storytelling in their studies. Traditional folklore plots are still
alive in very few countries (Japan, India). In some places (Germany, England,
USA), the folklorists are trying to resurrect this beautiful tradition, new narra-
tors appear, folklore storytelling festivals are organized, etc.

In Armenia, folklore storytelling is also decreasing and is not as popular as it
used to be in previous centuries. Yet the study of 125 new recordings of Arme-
nian folk fairy tales made during last decade demonstrates that there are expert
storytellers also today, who continue telling traditional fairy tales in their fami-
lies, especially for children. Contemporary fairy tale narrators are generally rep-
resentatives of the older generation and are predominantly women.
